INTRODUCTION

Your Centerfielder provides a centralized . l'®
source of charging contol for twin engine @ 3Ie
applications where tvo alternators and two : CGM geP an ICorltr

regulators are used b charge a single batery
bank. The Cenerfield senses when only one
engine is running. When the second engine is
started, the Cenerfielder determines which
regulator's feld current is dominant, and directs thatiéld current © both alternators. This even distribution of
field current ensures that bth alternators deliver comparable percentages of their aailable capacities.
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Outputs may vary based on engine rpm's, comarative alternator size, and distances m dominant regulabr
to alternators. For best peformance, regulars used should be identical.

In addition  its ability b equalize regulation b both alternators, the Cenerfielder provides the assurance
that both alternators will continue o supply your batteries with charging anperage, should either starboad or
port side regulabrs fail. The Centerfielder is designed for use ONLY with Balmar MC-612 or MC624 regulators.

INSTALLATION

The Centerfielder is remarlably easy b install. You will find, included with the Ceng¢rfielder, a collection of
spade and wire tap connecors needed br installation, as wll as two fused 12 ga. replacement wiresdr the
regulator wiring harnesses (see sp 6). Field wires (12-gauge), grund wire (12-gauge) and ignition wires (4-
gauge) are user supplied. dinstall:

1. Disconnect bateries or turn batery switches b their "Of" posi-
tions.

2. Install the Cenerfielder on a flat suface (bulkhead) mid distance A
between the two alternators.
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3. Determine the distances regired for wire runs betveen the
Centerfielder and the regulabr wiring harnesses as indicatd on
the wiring illustration on the reerse side of this sheet.

4. Connect the spade é¢rminals as shavn, and plug appopriate wires

as illustraed in the diagram belav. 4.8"
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5. Using the wire taps included, connect the user supplied wires t

the appropriate wires in the pot and starboad side wiring har-
nesses. Bps should be locaéd within one inch (1") of the regula- -
tors. ) Ground

6. Remove the existing red paver wire from the regular harness
and replace with the 12-ga. 5-amp fused red wire included with Y
the Centerfielder. Reconnect at the regulabr and source of batery
voltage.

7. Re-connect batteries and stat engines. The indicador LEDs will .
light as the Cenérfielder selects the dominant reguladr's feld cur- 1.5
rent.




OPERATION

Tthe Centrfielder automatically responds © charging conditions as thg occur. Initially the Cenerfielder will
sense feld and ignition wltage on the frst engine stated. As the second engine stds, the Cenerfielder will
direct field current fom the first regulator to the bath alternators. During operation, the Cerarfielder will con-

tinue to monitor field output flom both regulators. Should the seconday regulator’s field current exceed that of

the first regulator, contol of bath alternators will be direced to that regulabr.
12V OR 24V CONTROL

Both 12V and 24V charging syseéms can be contolled with the Cenerfielder. Wiring
connections br both sysem wltages are identical.

INDICATOR LIGHTS

The Centrfielder is equipped with three LEDs. (See illustration.) The “In Use” indi
tor LEDs locatd between the ignition and feld terminal plugs on pot and starboad
are activated when the Cenerfielder detects operation of either vltage regulabr.
When both engines are in operation and the Cemrtfielder detects activity at bah
regulators, the thid LED, locatd near the Dash Lanp terminal, indicates that the
Centerfielder has combined the output of bth alternators in parallel.

DASH LAMP

If regulators are equipped with Balmar Alernator or Batery Temperature Sensos,

Port On LED Stbd.

connect a splice wire at the Dash Lamterminal of each regulabr and connect bah wires b the Dash Lanp
terminal at the Cenerfielder. Should either reguladr detect low voltage, high wltage, high Emperature at
either alternator or at the bateries, the Cenerfielder will aubmatically separae the individual alernators and

regulators.
